Technique and Colours Restoration Glasses are produced

by means of the traditional mouth-
blown method. The "Light” type

of Restoration Glass is swung over
a deep pit during the blowing
process. The large red-hot balloon
of glass must be kept smoothly
rotating at a steady pace. This
requires a good deal of experience,

Two types of Restoration Glasses are
available:

The “Light” variety with an even surface
movement is available in sizes of approx.
85x100 cm and a thickness of approx. 2 mm.
